Dr. Richard Raymond earned his medical degree from the University of Nebraska Medical Center in 1972 and was a rural family physician in O’Neill, Nebraska for 17 years. In 1990 Dr. Raymond established and directed Clarkson Family Medicine and Clarkson Hospital’s Rural Family Practice Residency, where he remained as director of this program for 10 years.  In January, 1999, Dr. Raymond was appointed by Governor Mike Johanns to be Nebraska’s Chief Medical Officer. Dr. Raymond directed a large number of public health programs, including work on building public health preparedness. He played an integral role in developing the criteria for new multi-county health districts, including North Central District Health Department, ultimately providing public health coverage for all of Nebraska's 93 counties.
